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	Educational Aims of the Course

	The course is designed to fully develop the students’ potential by building on existing knowledge, providing them with 
a structure within which to maximise creative and academic capabilities, and to prepare them for a range of career

options across the fields of contemporary art and illustration. 

The underlying ethos is interdisciplinary in nature, aiming to promote an open-minded and flexible approach to 

creative practice, but allowing those students who wish to specialise to do so. 

The course aims to enable all students to develop their creative potential within a broad art and illustration 

context, addressing sequentially more complex intellectual issues relevant to Honours level study.
The course offers a professionally orientated degree course, which prepares the student for contemporary art and 
illustration practice. The course aims to ensure that the student achieves the academic and practitioner standards as 
laid out in the QAA Benchmark Statement relevant to Art & Design. The School of Art, Design and Architecture strives to continuously seek and develop relevant courses to meet the needs within the cultural sector. In this respect the course will act as a hub of creative and conceptual development across the School, which looks to the ‘cutting edge’ 
of creative practice to foster new and innovative approaches across art and design.

The course focuses upon the breadth of contemporary art and illustration practices within a stimulating and challenging studio environment. The course supports students who wish to take on difficult, complex and ambitious forms and ideas within their creative activities while equally being aware of professional orientation in relation to career development. The ethos is to enable the student to become a contemporary practitioner and enter their profession and compete at the highest level.  

	All studio staff are expected to have relevant practical experience and for their research interests to inform their teaching in studio practice.  Students are exposed to current debates and issues within contemporary practice, and develop their work within a practical studio discipline. The course places emphasis on students achieving focus, resolution, independence and professional handling/presentation in their practice. Additionally, the course expects progressively greater sophistication in student’s ability to contextualise their studio practice within social, cultural and professional currency.  

The course recognises that professionals in contemporary art and/or illustration practices often work within a complex, changing cultural infrastructure, of media, production, markets, institutions, funding mechanisms, clients, curators, patrons and key individuals. Against a background of cultural flux and material and technological development, the student will need to develop practical, conceptual, creative, theoretical and professional skills to meet the demands of professional practice. As such practitioners will need to acquire the ability to be proactive in order to meet these challenges. 



	The course will nurture students for a sustained and successful career as a contemporary artist and/or illustrator. The curriculum is organised around the interrelationship of studio activity, commercial and professional orientation, and critical reflection, to form a broad yet comprehensive experience that relate to current practices. Artists and illustrators also need to be equipped with the knowledge of how to present their ideas to a professional client or audience, in order to develop a career in the creative industries and visual arts sector. 


	The sandwich option provides students with the opportunity to undertake a supervised 48-week period of work experience with a minimum of 36 weeks.  Students looking to explore self-employment or business start-up can apply to their School's placement unit each year around April for a year's support starting in July.  Enterprise Placement Year students receive group and one to one business advice and mentoring sessions, attend weekly enterprise skills and networking sessions during term time, and are given the opportunity to showcase their emerging business ideas at the annual Enterprise Showcase on campus.


	The educational aims of the course are:



	· To develop students’ academic, conceptual and creative skills by addressing the demands relevant to working in contemporary art and/or illustration fields. 

· To provide flexibility within each module to stimulate and foster aesthetic, creative and professional awareness upon practical skills and expertise.

· To develop a professional ethos, qualitative understanding and sensitivity towards the breadth of contemporary art and/or illustration practices.

· To offer a course which responds flexibly to the changing environment by evaluating, reviewing and updating course content and its relationships to all aspects of professional practice.
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	Intended Learning Outcomes

	The student will gain knowledge and understanding of the nature and professional environment of contemporary art and/or illustration and aspects related to the theoretical and practical breadth of the subject area. The student will develop a range of theoretical, conceptual and practical skills and expertise relating to contemporary practices. 

The student is strongly advised to integrate skills, knowledge and understanding across all modules in pursuit of a deep and comprehensive understanding of the subject and in the encouragement of transferable skills in professional sensibilities. Course learning outcomes are embedded in more than one module. See appendix for module mapping.

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	Course Structures and Requirements, Levels, Modules, Credits and Awards:

	The structure of the course is a period of three or four years full-time study (with placement).  Upon satisfactory conclusion of all modules (a total of 360 credit points), the student will be eligible for either of the awards, BA (Hons) Contemporary Art and Illustration, BA (Hons) Contemporary Art and BA (Hons) Illustration. The course is intended to be taken on a full-time basis leading to a degree with honours, but those who have successfully accumulated the requisite number of credits may, if they wish, terminate their studies at exit points with the corresponding named awards (see following table).

Progression

The main progression points on the course will be at the end of Year 1 and 2.  The student will not normally be allowed to progress until all the modules in Years 1 and 2 respectively have been passed.

Year 1 (120 credits): All three modules are at Foundation level and are 40 credits each. The modules Studio Practice 1 and 2 – each of which run for a term’s duration - provide students time for evolutionary creative development in order to build on skills and techniques acquired in pre-undergraduate study. Year one will focus on projects which introduce the student to the breadth of contemporary art and/or illustration practices.  The module Contemporary Practice in Context 1 (terms 1 & 2) provides a broad contextual and cultural perspective, and relates to practice modules, in that themes and ideas are interchanged between the practical and contextual modules. The aim is to achieve a healthy integration of practice and theory/context, ensuring that students develop confidence in articulating their practice, and in understanding how it sits within a broad context of visual culture. Students will then be able to make informed decisions about the potential direction they wish to follow in year 2 of the course. 

Year 2 (120 credits): All three modules are at Intermediate level and are 40 credits each. Studio Practice 3 (term 1) builds on the experience gained in year 1, and allows the student to continue to explore potential directions for their practice. Studio Practice 4 (term 2) combines projects set both internally and externally, allowing the student to test their practice within a range of contexts; this will allow for a greater sense of individual direction to be carried forward in the final year. Contemporary Practice in Context 2 (terms 1 & 2) assesses themes and concepts from a breadth of social and cultural studies; in the second term the module will mirror the practical module in promoting the student’s consideration of their practice within a range of potential contexts.  

Year 3 (120S credits): A 48 week period, with a minimum of 36 weeks, of supervised work experience will be possible for those students who wish to consolidate the skills and knowledge acquired during the first two years of study. This will enable students an experience that might consist of working as part of a team and contributing to the operation of the host company/institution or to undertake a managed work experience as agreed by the Course Leader or Placement Tutor (eg development of own business). It is possible that an 'appropriate placement' might be made up from a variety of experiences that amounts to a total of 48 weeks, with a minimum of 36 weeks between stages 2 & 3 of the courses. The sandwich year provides students with direct experience of the employability prospects beyond graduation.
Year 4 (120 credits): All of the modules in the final year are at Honours level.  The Honours stage of the course emphasises the rigor required to develop work to Honours standard.  The Research module (20 credits) aims to test appropriate methodologies/approaches in preparation for the Major Project module (60 credits), in which students produce a coherent body of work. The intention of the Theory module (40 credits) is that of a critical and diagnostic tool with which to examine practice, via a process of reflection, research and critical analysis.

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	Teaching, Learning and Assessment

	The course provides a clear sequence of modules, covering key themes of research, analysis, development and the application of creative ideas. The student will be encouraged to develop an interdisciplinary working practice via an appreciation of the breadth of visual culture and through the integration of theory and practice.  The course will produce graduates able to make informed decisions about practicing contemporary art and/or illustration, and able to compete in a range of national and international environments.

The first year of the course will introduce students to a breadth of art and illustration practices through projects, practical workshops, lectures, seminars and external study visits. All modules – both practical and theoretical - are designed to work as a continuum across the three years of study.  The first year aims to establish an integrated approach to both studio practice and contextual study, with the promotion of wide-ranging use of materials, technologies and ideas, and the establishment of personal development planning through continual reflective practice.

	In year two an experimental approach to materials and ideas continues, as the student develops a greater sense of individualism and autonomy. During the second term the student will begin to consider their studio practice within a range of professional contexts, utilizing a greater sense of critical reflection as a base from which to test their practice. The curriculum will include aspects of professional practice, ensuring that students are able to contextualise their practice within industry/professional activity.



	Honours level modules provide a vehicle for the student to consolidate understanding, knowledge and skills through the production of a final body of practical work backed up by rigorous research and evaluation. 

In the Honours Level modules the student will negotiate a more strategic approach to their practice allowing them the opportunity to develop a stronger personal focus and expand upon self-development through negotiation and identification of career orientation.  In this respect all Honours work will be based upon a highly personalised methodology and strategy. 



	Teaching, learning and assessment methods are designed to enable the student to acquire the knowledge, understanding and skills that the contemporary art and illustration practitioner will require, as set out within the learning outcomes of the course.  Much of the work undertaken is studio based, and teaching is responsive to individual learning styles.  Teaching is delivered through group and one-to-one tutorials, collaborative work, lectures, tutor-led and student-led seminars, visiting speakers, study visits and workshops.



	Assessment methods on the course identify the production of creative practice, developmental studio work, developmental written work for contextual analysis, and associated exhibitions/presentations of studio production and portfolio reviews.  Assessment also involves written assignments, verbal and illustrative presentations, exam, self-assessment and evaluation. This includes the following formative and summative assessment recommendations:

Each module will have one formative assessment point, with summative assessment at the end of the module. All marks will be moderated by a second assessor in line with the School’s policy.
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	Support for Students and their Learning

	The University of Huddersfield provides a range of central facilities to support students and course tutors as appropriate.  The main facilities are as follows:

The Course Leader is responsible for Admissions and Examinations.

Module Leaders are as indicated in the Module Specification Document.

The School of Art, Design and Architecture is responsible for all tuition which will be co-ordinated by the Course Leader. Guidance and counseling of students will be provided through a personal academic tutor system. 

Learning Strategies

All modules are taught by a team of tutors appointed by the School of Art, Design and Architecture.  Visiting artists, illustrators and theorists will complement a dynamic course that provides an environment that encourages, individual creativity and reflection. Students will be supported in practice-led research and development, through a system of tutorials, practical workshops and student-centered group critiques. Taught theory and studio-based modules are conducted through lectures, seminars or tutorials.

Facilities

The School of Art, Design and Architecture is equipped with appropriate studios, workshop facilities and CAD and IT resources to support BA (Hons) Contemporary Art and Illustration suite of courses. All studios and classrooms are currently located within the main university campus. The university library provides the necessary resource for research work and contextual study support. Each year group will be assigned studio space where they can carry out their practice and in which tutors will conduct individual and group tutorials.  Periodically there will also be activities and study visits organised beyond the main campus facilities, such as student exhibitions, gallery and studio visits, and site-specific activities. 

The main University facilities and resources that support student learning include:

· Learning Centre (library and computing facilities) provides induction and ongoing support for all students;

· Computer facilities;

· Photographic studios;

· A distributed network of learning support units that are open to all students;

· Student Services provides specialist advice and support in the areas of careers, pastoral care, local child care facilities, counseling, welfare and immigration, and disability and runs the University Faith Centre. Where applicable and appropriate these services are extended to distance learning students.

· International Office provides help and support for all international students.

	Applicants with prior learning or prior experiential learning will be considered individually by the School APLA/APEL panel (a student seeking credit within the structure of the course may claim accreditation for prior learning (APLA) and/or prior experiential learning (APEL) which is equivalent to that arising from the relevant modules of study).  The School APLA/APEL panel will look at each applicant individually to assess whether the applicant has acquired the necessary skills and knowledge deemed appropriate to be granted credit where applicable on the Courses. 

Holders of an EdExcel/BTEC Higher National Diploma (or equivalent) may be considered for entry to year two with a specific credit.  Students seeking entry via this route may be given directed studies in certain subjects.

Holders of a Foundation Degree may be considered for entry to advanced stages of the course with a specific credit.  Students seeking entry via this route may be given directed studies in certain subjects.

Exceptionally, the Admissions Panel may admit an applicant whose qualifications do not conform to the above requirements.

Students whose first language is not English will need to meet the minimum requirements of an English Language qualification. The minimum for IELTS is 6.0 overall with no element lower than 5.5, or equivalent will be considered acceptable.
